Laura Ingalls Wilder

Historic Monument

Wahpeton Prairie

Remnant of tall grass prairie, ox-bow
pond and woods along Cottonwood
River. 5 miles north on County Road

Laura Ingalls Wilder Museum

The Laura Ingalls Wilder Museum in Walnut Grove consists
of an eight-building complex just 1/2 block south of Laura
Ingalls Wilder Historic Highway on County Road 5.

A former 1890s depot building features “Laura’s Room,” a
window to Laura’s life and that of her characters from her
book On the Banks of Plum Creek. On exhibit is a quilt she
and her daughter Rose made, the pew and Bible from the
Congregational Church she attended and much more.
Through various exhibits, photographs and storyboards,
Laurd’s life and the legacy she shared through her books is
preserved here. A collection of memorabilia from the NBC-
TV series “Litfle House on the Prairie” highlights the Walnut
Grove History Room.

The Chapel reflects religious diversity in a small town and
includes items from the local churches of yesterday and today.

Step into an 1890s home furnished with artifacts from the
late 1800s to the 1920s. The Kelton Doll Collection, featuring
over 200 dolls from the past 160 years, is located here.

Hands-on activities are featured in several of our buildings.
Play a pump organ, view scenes from the past with our
stereoscope, and learn more about life on the prairie.

Readers of Laura’s books will enjoy the undisturbed,
unreconstructed site located 1-1/2 miles north of Walnut
Grove on County Road 5. Along with your imagination,
interpretive signs help visitors locate prominent features
Laura described in On the Banks of Plum Creek. The
ruins of her dugout home are surrounded by more than
30 acres of original and restored native grasses. Visitors
can enjoy exploring the landmarks, having a picnic on
the banks, or just experiencing the serene prairie. There
is ample space for RVs to turn around.

The Walnut Grove Jail Cells are an outdoor hands-on
exhibit and a great photo opportunity.

A life-sized Dugout, as described by Laura in her book On
the Banks of Plum Creek, allows visitors o experience the 10’
by 10’ living space that the five Ingalls family members first
called home.

The Litfle Red Schoolhouse portrays a once common one-
room school much like those that Laura, Mary and Carrie
attended. Imagine you are attending school by sitting in the
antique desks or standing at the head of the class as the
teacher.

The Early Settler's Home is roughly the size of the Ingalls
family’s first wood frame “Wonderful House” that Charles
Ingalls built along the banks of Plum Creek.

Heritage Lane features a covered wagon display, Walnut
Grove Tribune printing equipment, and farming tools. Learn
more about pioneering and farming in this, our eighth

building.
